• The award is only available to those who have an Oral or Poster Presentation accepted for the conference. 
• The applicant must be an Infection Control nurse at a hospital participating in VICNISS, and be an Australian citizen or 

have permanent residency status. 
• The content of the presentation must be relevant to VICNISS and/or the VICNISS Coordinating Centre as determined by 

VICNISS Coordinating Centre Director. 
• Successful applicants are not eligible to apply for future VICNISS International Conference awards. 
 
Terms & Conditions of Grant 
• The VICNISS Coordinating Centre will nominate which conference this award is applicable to (APSIC 2007). 
• This award is available to one successful applicant per year. 
• Applicants must disclose if they have sought funding elsewhere, if it has been granted and the value of funding supplied. 
• Recipients must arrange their own accommodation and transport. 
• If the successful applicant/s withdraws their application following approval or does not intend to use the grant within 

the time specified, the VICNISS Coordinating Centre must be notified in writing immediately to enable other 
applications to be reconsidered. 

• If more than one applicant is eligible, the Director of the VICNISS Coordinating Centre will have the final say in awarding 
the grant. 

• The applicant must be able to write a report for the VICNISS website and eBulletin newsletter, and may be requested to 
present to the VICNISS Advisory Committee, DHS or at other local forums. 

• Applications from individuals who do not meet the eligibility will not be considered.
